We are working diligently to unpack the vast quantities of 

information the survey gathered, and to come up with a plan for helping our church become even 

stronger than we are now. Thank you all for your participation in the survey, and for your patience 

as we work and plan.  

We also have all of our usual fall ministries starting up again, and IŪm excited to see the building full 

of people most days of the week as we seek to be the hands and feet of Christ for the world.

Your Support is Needed ŧ  

 We are kicking off a capital campaign in conjunction with our annual 

stewardship campaign this September to update the Family Life Center 

audio/visual equipment. The equipment in the FLC is 25 years old as it came 

from the sanctuary when the FLC was built in 2002. This causes problems as 

it does not work well with todayŪs technology. 

 Between Facebook and our Live Stream on the website, we average 

over 50 people tuning in to worship with us each week online ŧ not to 

mention the many who join us on Eagle or Twin Valley cable TV. This is a 

vital ministry of our church as it allows our own members to stay connected 

when they cannot attend in person, and it reaches many people outside of 

our own congregation as well. We need to update our technology so that we 

can continue this ministry for many years to come.  

 We need to raise $35,000 to replace this equipment. This works out to 

about $200 per adult who attends worship each Sunday. We hope to have this 

money raised within a year or less so that we can get new video cameras, new 

projectors, new video switching equipment, and related pieces updated by 

this time next year or sooner.  

 We are asking you to please prayerfully consider and pledge for both 

your annual stewardship giving and for the technology updates above and 

beyond your regular tithe/pledge.
