Readiness 360 Process

Are you concerned about the unity of our church? Does our church have enough presence in
the community? Would you like to increase your faith through reading of scripture and religious
study? Are we providing a welcoming atmosphere for those who are looking for a church
home? How can we create an environment to involve more youth and young families in our
church? All of these issues were brought forth in the Readiness 360 survey our church took
this spring. There were several areas of concern brought forth by you, the congregation of the
Clay Center United Methodist Church.

A growing concern for the last few years has been the overall well being of our church. It was
decided we needed to call on someone outside the church to help us. The Great Plains
Conference recently initiated the Readiness 360 project for just this purpose. Then six
volunteers from the Church Council and the Pastor undertook the task of working with
Conference to proceed with the project.

The survey was the first step in getting an overall view of the church. The Conference then
tabulated the results and provided us with a coach to interpret those results. We began meeting
on July 28th and have met every other week since then. Marshall Stanton, a retired pastor and
former President of Kansas Wesleyan University was our coach. Our journey started with the survey
results and ALL the comments written by you. We sorted the results in areas of worship, witness and
serve for our ministry team workshop to focus on. We then looked at many of the fundamentals of
our church such as our mission and vision statement. We found that our church as strong faith based
on personal
experiences with the living Christ.

We also found that many of our activities had relevance and were not done just because they have
always been done. When we took an overview of all the ministries our church does it became very
apparent that we are blessed in many ways. The activities we are doing are stepping stones for our
future direction.

The next step is now for our church family to set our course for the future. The 2020 Vision
workshop will be the beginning step in all of us working together in determining that directions.

The ministry teams and interested individuals will begin by looking at all of our present activities and
deciding what to discard, what to keep, and what to change. We are hopeful that new ideas and
activities will come forth from this process. If you have an idea, inspiration, or want to be part of
this process now is your time to get involved. The workshop will Banuary 19, 2020at 11:30 in the
Family Life Center.
